CHORus-For unto us a Child is born, unto 
us a Son is given, and the government shall be 
upon His shoulder; and His name shall be 
called Wonderful, Counsellor , the Mighty God, 
the Everlasting Father, the Prince of Peace.

He is full of heaviness. He looked for some to 
have pity on Him, hut there was no man, 
neither found He any to comfort Him. 

Behold, and see if there be any sorrow like 
unto His sorrow. 

He was cut off out of the land of the living: 
for the transgression of Thy people was He 
stricken. 

But Thou didst not leave His soul in hell, 
nor didst Thou suffer Thy Holy One to see 
corruption. 

CHORUS- Lift up your heads, 0 ye gates, and 
be ye lift up, ye everlasting doors, and the King 
of glory shall come in. Who is the King of 
glory? The Lord strong and mighty in battle. 
The Lord of Hosts, He is the King of glory. 

SOPRANO-How beautiful are the feet of them 
that preach the gospel of peace and bring glad 
ticlings of good things. 

CHORus-The Lord gave the word. Great 
was the company of the preachers. Their sound 
is gone out into all lands, and their words 
unto the ends of the world. 

BASS-Why do the nations so furiously rage 
together? Why do the people imagine a vain 
thing? The kings of the earth rise up, and the 
rulers take counsel together, against the Lord, 
and against His anointed. 

CHoRus- Let us break their bonds asunder, 
and cast away their yokes from us. 

TENOR-He that dweIleth in heaven shall 
laugh them to scorn; the Lord shall have them 
in derision. 

Thou shalt break them with a rod of iron; 
Thou shalt dash them in pieces like a potter's 
vessel. 

*CHORUS AND AUDIENCE--HALLELUJAH I for 
the Lord God Omnipotent reigneth. 

The kingdom of this world is become the 
kingdom of our Lord and of His Christ; and 
He shall reign for ever and ever. King of Kings, 
and Lord of Lords. 

CHORus-Since by man came death, by man 
came also the resurrection of the dead. For as 
in Adam alI die, even so in Christ shall all be 
made alive. 

BAss-Behold, I tell you a mystery; we 
shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed, 
in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the 
last trumpet. 

The trumpet shall sound, a.nd the dead shall 
be raised incorruptible, and we shall be 
changed. 

CONTRALTo-Then shall be brought to pass 
the saying that is written, Death is swaIlow'd 
in victory. 

CONTRALTO AND TENOR-O death, where is 
thy sting! 0 grave, where is thy victory? The 
sting of death is sin and the strength of sin is 
the law. 

CHORUS-But thanks be to God, who giveth 
us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. 

CHORus-Worthy is the Lamb that was 
slain, and hath redeemed us to God by His 
blood, to receive power, and riches, and wis­
dom, and strength, and honor, and glory, and 
blessing. Blessing and honor, glory and power, 
he unto Him that sitteth upon the throne, and 
unto the Lamb forever and ever.
