Sonata for Oboe and Piano (1962)
Francis Poulenc (Born January 7, 1899, in Paris; died there January 30, 1963)

Francis Poulenc was the youngest of the French composers who in 1920 were dubbed 

"The Six," the group that was to turn French music away from stultifying formality, elevated 

pretense and empty pomp. Poulenc, Milhaud and Honegger, of this gifted sextet, went on 

to great careers, but the others are now remembered, if at all, only for their association with 

them. Poulenc was known during his lifetime as a man of urbanity and wit, qualities that 

appeared conspicuously in his music even when, late in life, he turned with increasing 

frequency to religious subjects. The pleasing good humor of his instrumental music, the 

simple devotion of his sacred music, and the melodic charm and unerring fluency of both, 

have combined to make his works the most durable of all the group's.
In 1956 Poulenc write a Flute Sonata whose success gave him the idea, a few years 

later, of writing a sonata for each of the other instruments in the woodwind family. He 

composed his oboe and clarinet sonatas in 1962, but he died before he could complete the 

set with one for bassoon. The Oboe sonata is a sweet but sad work that was the composer's 

memorial to his friend Serge Prokofiev. The first movement is an Elegy, but the second is 

a contrasting Scherzo, Tres anime. The last movement is headed Deploration, the French 

word for a poem or song lamenting a death, and the tempo indication is Tres calme.

Variations on a Theme by Beethoven, for Two Pianos, Op. 35
Camille Saint-Saens (Born October 9, 1835, in Paris; died December 16, 1921, in Algiers)

Saint-Saens was one of the greatest child prodigies in the history of music, just as 

remarkable a young musician as Mozart or Mendelssohn, even though he never became as 

great a composer as either of them. He began to play the piano while still an infant, and 

at age two was found to have absolute pitch. At five, he could play an opera score at the 

piano and he accompanied a professional violinist in a Beethoven sonata. He began to 

compose at six, although he did not begin the study of harmony until he was eight. He 

learned Mozart and Beethoven concertos early but did not make his formal debut in a solo 

piano recital until the ripe old age of ten-and-a-half, when he played a long program from 

memory in one of the great concert halls in Paris. He waited to write his first symphony 

until he was fifteen and soon was launched on his long and influential career as one of 

Europe's most important musicians.
Of all his works for piano, among which are five fine concertos, this set of Variations 

on a Theme by Beethoven, written in 1874, is one of the best. The theme is from an 

unlikely source, the central Trio section of the Minuet from Beethoven's Piano Sonata No. 

18, in E-Flat, Op. 31, No. 3, and it even seems to lack many of the usual characteristics 

of melodies chosen as variation subjects: a memorably tuneful melodic line with regular 

rhythm and symmetrical phrases. Its chief characteristic is the unusual leaping of the melody, 

which gave Saint-Saens the original idea of making it leap from one keyboard to another 

keyboard, instead of just from one end of a keyboard to another end. The composition is a 

showpiece that places on display both the virtuosity of the pianists and the brilliant technique 

of the composer. He ornaments the tune, and he turns it inside out. He transforms it into 

a dance and into a funeral march. A passage of recitative introduces it as the subject of a 

complex fugue, after which a speedy finale brings the Variations to a close.

Variations on a Theme by Paganini, for Two Pianos (1943)
Witold Lutoslawski (Born January 25, 1913, in Warsaw)

Witold Lutoslawski is one the leading figures among Poland's older "new" composers. 

He was born into a family of scholars, entered the Warsaw Conservatory as a composition



student at fifteen, and for a while also studied mathematics at the University of Warsaw. 
Most of Lutoslawski's early work, which was traditional in character, was destroyed during 
the Second World War. In the late 1940's, he started to write in a new style, using Polish 
folk material in a manner modeled after Bartok's with Hungarian folk music. Later he wrote 
a number of works using the twelve-tone method and chance procedures, along with 
traditional processes.

The composer has described the genesis of this work during the War: "The occupying 
Germans banned musical life in Poland. It was Hitler's plan to annihilate the Polish nation 
completely. Officially there was not cultural life but it went on in secret, in illegal concerts. 
Cafes were allowed to function so the best artists played in cafes. I played piano duets with 
the composer Andrzej Panufnik, and we made over two hundred arrangements for two 
pianos. We started with the Bach and got up as far as Ravel and Debussy. Unfortunately 
almost all of those transcriptions were burned during the Warsaw uprising in August 1944, 
which put an end to our activity. [Adapted]" One that was saved was Lutoslawski's version 
of Paganini's popular Caprice No. 24, originally for unaccompanied violin, which became 
this brilliant set of variations on its well known and widely used theme.

ABOUT THE ARTISTS
Andre Watts burst upon the 

music world at the age of 16, when 
Leonard Bernstein asked him to sub­ 
stitute at the last minute for the ailing 
Glenn Gould in performances of 
Liszt's E-flat Concerto with the New 
York Philharmonic. Only two weeks 
before, he had been chosen by Bern­ 
stein to appear with the New York 
Philharmonic in their Young People's 
Concerts, broadcast nationwide on 
CBS-TV. Over the past 30 years 
since then, Andre Watts has become 
one of today's most celebrated and 
beloved superstars. His performances 
each year with the world's great or­ 
chestras and conductors, sold-out re­ 
citals and appearances at the most 

prestigious international festivals bring him to every comer of the globe.
Mr. Watts' involvement with television is unique in the field of classical music. His 

PBS Sunday afternoon telecast in 1976 was not only the first solo recital presented on Live 
from Lincoin Center, but the first full-length piano recital in the history of television, and 
his 1985 Live from Lincoln Center performance was the first full-length recital to be aired 
nationally in prime time. Other TV appearances include an internationally telecast United 
Nations Day performance with Eugene Ormandy and the Philadelphia Orchestra; BBC 
presentations with the London Symphony and in solo recital; a rehearsal/performance 
documentary of a Mozart concerto with Zubin Mehta and the Los Angeles Philharmonic; 
and two separate PBS telecasts with Seiji Ozawa and the Boston Symphony in performances 
of the Liszt A Major and the Saint-Saens G Minor concertos. During the 1987-88 season, 
PBS broadcast his 25th Anniversary concert from Lincoln Center in performances of 
concertos by Beethoven, Liszt and Rachmaninoff with the New York Philharmonic and 
Zubin Mehta. The following season brought a televised concert featuring Shostakovich's 
First Piano Concerto with Yuri Temirkanov and the Philadelphia Orchestra with Mr. Watts



doubling as soloist and program host, and most recently, he was a featured soloist in the 
July 1993 Live from Lincoln Center, telecast of the opening of the Mostly Mozart Festival.

An active recording artist, Mr. Watts' most recent releases, The Chopin Recital and The 
Schubert Recital, both on the EMI/Angel label, have received wide critical acclaim, and the 
Chopin album was recently named CD of the month by Stereo Review magazine. Other 
recent discs on the same label include two solo albums of Liszt, which won the Grand Prix 
du Disc Liszt in Europe; a recording of Beethoven sonatas; and a live recording of his 25th 
Anniversary recital, Andre Watts at Carnegie Hail,featuring works by Haydn, Mozart, 
Schubert and Brahms.

This evening marks Mr. Watt's ninth performance under LJMS auspices.

"Unsurpassed as a clarinet soloist," (Clarinet Magazine) David Shifrin has elicited the 
kind of ecstatic response usually reserved for keyboard virtuosos for his performances with 
orchestra, in recital and on recordings.

Much in demand as an orchestral soloist, Mr. Shifrin's orchestral appearances include 
the Philadelphia and Minnesota orchestras, the Dallas, Houston, Milwaukee, Denver and 
Edmonton symphonies, the Los Angeles Chamber Orchestra and the New York Chamber 
Symphony of the 92nd Street "Y". Mr. Shifrin's solo recitals include appearances at Alice 
Tully Hall in New York City and the Library of Congress in Washington, D.C.

In March, 1992, after an extensive nation-wide search, Mr. Shifrin was appointed 
Artistic Director of the Chamber Music Society of Lincoln Center. A highly acclaimed 
chamber musician, he appears frequently with such distinguished ensembles as the Guarneri, 
Tokyo, and Emerson string quartets. Mr. Shifrin is also Music Director of Chamber Music 
Northwest, the acclaimed summer chamber music festival in Portland, Oregon.

A frequent guest at summer music festivals, Mr. Shifrin has appeared at the Mostly 
Mozart Festival at Lincoln Center and the Kennedy Center performing the Mozart Clarinet 
Concerto in its original version on a specially built basset clarinet. The Delos recording by 
Mr. Shifrin and the Mostly Mozart Festival Orchestra of this same work received a 1987 
Record of the Year award from Stereo Review.

In an effort to broaden the repertoire for clarinet and orchestra, Mr. Shifrin has 
commissioned and premiered concertos by American composers. A new work by Pulitzer 
Prize winner Stephen Albert was premiered by Mr. Shifrin during the 1991-92 season with 
the Philadelphia Orchestra with subsequent performances with the Seattle and the Toledo 
symphonies.

This evening marks Mr. Shifrin's sixth UMS appearance.

Gary Hoffman is one of the outstanding cellists of today, combining instrumental 
mastery, great beauty of sound, and a poetic sensibility in his distinctive and memorable 
performances. Mr. Hoffman achieved international renown following his victory as the first 
American to win the Rostropovich International Cello Competition in Paris in 1986.

Mr. Hoffman has appeared as soloist with some of the world's most noted orchestras, 
including those of Chicago, London, Montreal, Toronto, San Francisco, Jerusalem, 
Helsinki, and Monte Carlo, as well as the National Symphony Orchestra of Washington 
and the English Chamber Orchestra, collaborating with such celebrated conductors as James 
Levine, Mstislav Rostropovich, Charles Dutoit, Andrew Davis, Andre Previn and Herbert 
Blomstedt. His major recitals have included appearances at Alice Tully Hall, Suntory Hall 
in Tokyo, Theatre des Champs-Elysees, Ambassador Auditorium in Pasadena, Teatro 
Pergola in Florence, the Tivoli in Copenhagen, the Gulbenkian in Lisbon, the St. Lawrence 
Center in Toronto, and McGill University in Montreal. He has appeared as guest artist at 
numerous summer festivals and with such renowned quartets as the Emerson and the Tokyo. 
He is a member of the recently formed Bronfman, tin, Hoffman Trio with pianist Yefim 
Bronfman and violinist Cho-Liang Lin.

A member of a family of six performing musicians who appear on occasion as the 
Hoffman Chamber Soloists, Gary Hoffman was born in Vancouver, Canada, in 1956. At



fifteen, he made his London recital debut in Wigmore Hall; his New York recital debut 
occurred in 1979. At the age of 22, he became the youngest faculty appointee in the history 
of the Indiana University School of Music, where he remained for eight years.

Mr. Hoffman resides in Paris. His cello is the 1662 Nicolo Amati formerly owned by 
Leonard Rose. Mr. Hoffman records for EMI, RCA, and Sony Classical. 

This evening is Mr. Hoffman s first VMS appearance.

Ani Kavafian's performances as recitalist, soloist with orchestra, and in chamber music 
throughout the United States and abroad have earned her critical acclaim and a secure and 
prominent place on the international concert scene. The Washington Post has praised her as a 
"superb artist, easily capable of holding her own in the company of the world's top violinists."

Ms. Kavafian has appeared with virtually all of America's leading orchestras including 
the New York Philharmonic, the Philadelphia Orchestra, the Cleveland Orchestra, the 
Pittsburgh Symphony, and the symphony orchestras of Detroit, San Francisco, Atlanta, 
Seattle, Phoenix, and Rochester. Her numerous recital engagements include performances 
at New York's Carnegie Hall and Alice Tully Hall; Orchestra Hall in Minneapolis, and the 
Krannert Center in Illinois. Ms. Kavafian also appears frequently as Artist-Member of the 
Chamber Music Society of Lincoln Center and at numerous festivals including the Santa 
Fe Chamber Music Festival, Chamber Music Northwest, and the Bridgehampton Chamber 
Music Festival.

Born in Istanbul, Turkey, Ani Kavafian began her musical studies with piano lessons 
at the age of three. At age nine, shortly after her family moved to the United States, she 
began the study of the violin and, at 16, won first prize in both the piano and violin 
competitions at the National Music Camp in Interlochen, Michigan. Two years later, she 
began violin studies at the Juilliard School with Ivan Galamian, eventually receiving a 
Master's Degree with top honors. Ms. Kavafian currently serves on the faculties of the 
Manhattan School of Music and Mannes College of Music.

Ms. Kavafian's list of prestigious awards includes the Avery Fisher Prize and the Young 
Concert Artists International Competition. She has appeared at the White House on three 
separate occasions and has been featured on many network and PBS television music specials. 
Ms. Kavafian's recordings can be heard on the Nonesuch, RCA, Columbia and Musical 
Heritage Society labels.

This evening marks Ms. Kavafian's second performance under VMS auspices.

Georg Friedrich Schenck was born in Aachen, Germany in 1953, and made his debut 
at the age of seventeen, playing the Brahms D minor Concerto. He studied at the Hochschule 
fur Music and Theater in Hanover with Professor Bernhard Ebert, and has also worked with 
Claudio Arrau and Andre Watts.

In 1980, Mr. Schenck won the German Music Competition in Bonn and began his 
international career with concerts in England, Central, and South America. He made his 
Japanese debut in 1982 with a Tokyo recital, and has appeared as soloist with the NHK 
Symphony and Tokyo Symphony. His American recital debut was presented by San Francisco 
Performances in 1985, followed by a New York debut at the Metropolitan Museum of Art.

Mr. Schenck's recordings include the complete Beethoven Sonatas, the piano music of. 
Paul Hindemith and the Brahms "Hungarian Dances."

Mr. Schenck has been a Professor of Piano at the Robert Schumann Hochschule in 
Diisseldorf since 1986.

This evening marks Mr. Schenck's first UMS appearance.

Oboist Marcia Butler is a solo artist and chamber musician, as well as an active 
orchestral player in the New York City area. She has performed and recorded with musicians 
such as pianist Andre Watts, pianist and composer Keith Jarrett, soprano Dawn Upshaw 
and violinist Pamela Frank.



Last season she gave the New York premiere performance of Keith Jarrett's "Oboe 
Adagio" for oboe and orchestra at Alice Tully Hall. The New York Times called her a "first 
rate soloist." A CD recording of the Jarrett piece will be released on the ECM label within 
the year.

Ms. Butler is a champion of new music. She has performed and recorded with the 
contemporary groups Parnassus, Speculum Musicae and Continuum, and has premiered over 
50 new works as well as recorded many of them. She serves as faculty and performing artist 
at the Wellesley College Composers Conference under the artistic direction of Mario 
Davidvosky. Ms. Butler has recently been awarded a solo recital sponsorship for the League 
of Composer/ISCM to perform a recital of contemporary music ar Merkin Concert Hall in 
the 1994-95 season. In December, 1993, Ms. Butler will help celebrate composer Elliott 
Carter's 85th birthday, by being the first American oboist to perform his oboe concerto, 
written in 1988.

As an orchestral musician, Ms. Butler has performed with virtually every orchestra in 
New York City and the vicinity. She studied at the Mannes College of Music under a full 
scholarship grant from the Helena Rubenstien Foundation, and received her Master Degree 
from Queens College. Her teachers have been Stephen Adelstein and Ronald Roseman. 

This evening marks Ms. Butler's first I/MS perfomance under UMS auspices.
